The Reach for the Peaks Competition will be conducted in accordance with the rules and regulations of U.S. Figure Skating, as set forth in the current rulebook, as well as any pertinent updates that have been posted on the U.S. Figure Skating website.
This competition is open to all eligible, restricted, reinstated or readmitted persons as defined by the Eligibility Rules, and who are currently registered member of a U.S. Figure Skating member club, a collegiate club or who is an individual member in accordance with the current rulebook. Please refer to the current rulebook for non-U.S. citizens.  Judging for this entire event will be 6.0, and IJS Critiques will be available upon request.  Please email Mackenzie at peaksfsc@gmail.com prior to the entry deadline.
COVID-19 INFORMATION: 

· All attendees are always required to properly wear face coverings over their nose and mouth and secured under their chin while in a facility (except while on the ice). This is not only for your protection, but for the protection of others and is applied to all attendees. 
· Social distancing must be maintained at all times. The CDC recommends a distance of 6 feet and separate pathways will be established within the venue (minimizing crossover and contamination). 

· Chaperones/Spectators: All athletes will be allowed one chaperone.  Spectators may be allowed, depending on local COVID-19 policies. Please see the Peaks Ice Arena website https://www.provo.org/community/peaks-ice-arena for details and updates.
· Skaters will be allowed one coach
· U.S. Figure Skating Waivers are a requirement for ALL athletes. The online waivers must be completed via Members Only prior to the competition, instruction here. 

· Communication Plan:  One week prior to the competition an email will be sent to all participants with the current Covid-19 safety practices at the arena and what to be expected in addition to a conference call that will be scheduled and sent to all participants to go over competition details. 
ELIGIBILITY/TEST LEVEL:
Test Level: Competition level is the highest test passed as of the entry deadline in the discipline the skater is entering. For the 2020-2021 competition season, athletes may skate up two levels above that for which they qualify. Note, athletes may not skate down in any event. 
Age restrictions/requirements: Singles free skate events (well-balanced program) have the following requirements:
Juvenile: Girls – 12 years or younger; Boys – 13 years or younger

Open Juvenile: Girls – 13 years or older; Boys – 14 years or older

Intermediate must be under the age of 18

Adults must be 21 years or older

Skaters entering pre-juvenile and lower events will be divided as closely as possible by age should the number of entries warrant more than one group. 

ADULT EVENTS: 

Age classes for all free skate, dramatic entertainment and light entertainment events:

· Young Adult: 18 years through 20 years

· Class I: 21 years through 35 years 

· Class II: 36 years through 45 years 

· Class III: 46 years through 55 years 

· Class IV: 56 years through 65 years

· Class V: 66 years and older

All age classes may be divided or combined depending on the number of entries and at the discretion of the chief referee and/or the competition committee. Men and ladies will be combined in Adult 1 through adult bronze free skate events (based on the Adult Competition Series rules), and all levels of compulsory moves, jumps, spins and dramatic/light entertainment events. Men and ladies will not be combined in adult silver and higher free skate events. Athletes in adult silver and higher free skate events with no competitor of the same gender in another age class will be offered the opportunity to skate an exhibition for first place, skate up to the next higher level (if this provides a competitor) or be issued a refund. The chief referee reserves the right to request proof of age.
COMPETITION REGISTRATION:  
Registration will be on Entryeeze and open on March 15th, 2021 and close on April 1st, 2021.  Late registrations will not be accepted.

REFUND POLICY: Entry fees will not be refunded after entry deadline unless the event is canceled. There will be no refunds for medical withdrawals. 

SCHEDULE: Competitors may be scheduled on any day or time during the announced dates of the competition. The competition and practice ice schedule will be available after the close of entries. All participants will be notified via email once available. 

FACILITIES: The competition will be held at the Peaks Ice Arena in Provo, Utah.  The arena is located at 100 N Seven Peaks Blvd, Provo, UT 84606.  All current Covid-19 policies can be found online at https://www.provo.org/community/peaks-ice-arena as well as, contact information for the facility.   The ice arena has two Olympic size ice sheets. Currently no concessions are being offered on site but there are restaurants and shops within a few miles in Provo.
MUSIC SUBMISSION: 

Music will be submitted in Entryeeze by April 1st, 2021.  Late submissions will result in a $25 late fee.

LIABILITY: U.S. Figure Skating, Peaks Figure Skating Club and the Peaks Ice Arena accept no responsibility for injury or damage sustained by any participant in this competition. This is in accordance with Rule 1600 of the official U.S. Figure Skating Rulebook.
ONSITE CHECK-IN: Check-in will open on Thursday, April 15th, one hour before the first event.  Check-in will be located at the front doors where each person will have their temperature checked and be asked symptoms.  Athletes and chaperones will be given badges that need to be worn throughout the building. The competition will not get ahead of schedule, so athletes should not arrive more than 30 minutes before their scheduled event. 
LOCKER ROOMS AND CHANGING AREAS: 
athletes are expected to arrive to the arena ready (costumes, hair, make-up etc.). Athletes will be provided with an area to put skates on but will not be permitted to change in public restrooms. Pop-up changing tents are no longer acceptable changing solutions due to SafeSport.  For athletes competing in multiple showcase events, locker rooms will be available for costume changes only (10 minute time limit).
PRACTICE ICE: Practice ice will be offered based on availability of ice.  An email will be sent to all registered participants once a practice ice schedule is available with information on how to purchase it.  Practice ice sales will be done in advance through Entryeeze.  

Practice Ice Size: 
· Singles Sessions: no more than 12 athletes 
· Pairs Sessions: no more than four teams 
Practice ice will be 15 minutes long and cost $10 per session.  
PHOTO/VIDEO:   Photo and video is not currently going to be offered but if changes are made all registered participants will be notified via email.
Note, per U.S. Figure Skating policy, photographing and/or recording of any one other than your own skater is strictly prohibited. 

AWARDS: Medals will be awarded for 1st through 4th place.  All competitors in Compete USA events will receive a medal. Medals will be outdoors weather permitting with masks required.  If it cannot be held outdoors then they will be given out at the registration desk.
OFFICIAL NOTICES: An official bulletin board will be maintained on the first floor in the area where skaters take off their skates and outside if weather permits. It is the responsibility of each competitor, parent and coach to check the bulletin board frequently for any schedule changes and/or additional information. Skaters are requested to arrive 30 minutes prior to the scheduled time of their event. A tentative schedule of events will be posted prior to the competition upstairs on the mezzanine. 
IMPORTANT NOTICE FOR ALL COACHES:
To be a credentialed coach at a sanctioned nonqualifying competition, coaches must meet the compliance requirements listed below and verified by the U.S. Figure Skating. There will only be one coach per athlete permitted. 
Coach/Choreographer (domestic/non-foreign):

· Must be a current full member of U.S. Figure Skating either through a member club or as an individual member.

· If 18 years or older, must submit information for, proper payment of $30 and successfully pass a background check. *
· The background check will be valid for two seasons, the one in which it was completed plus one additional.
· If 18 years or older, must complete annual SafeSport Training. * 

· The training will be valid for 365 days from date of completion and there is no cost for the training/certification. 
· Must complete the Professional Coach/Choreographer Coaching Education Requirement (CER) through the Professional Skaters Association (PSA).
· Must submit proof of general liability insurance with limits of $1 million per occurrence/ $5 million aggregate. 

· Must agree to the U.S. Figure Skating Code of Ethics. *
· Must complete three waivers: 1) Assumption of Risk, Waiver and Release and Indemnification Agreement, 2) Medical Consent and 3) Name and Likeness Release and Consent Agreement. *
· If attending a qualifying competition or traveling as a part of Team USA and/or International Selection Pool (ISP), must be a full member of the Professional Skaters Association (PSA).
Learn to Skate USA Coach: 

· Must be a current full member of U.S. Figure Skating either through a member club or as an individual member OR Learn to Skate USA instructor membership 

· If 18 years or older, must submit information for, proper payment of $30 and successfully pass a background check. *
· The background check will be valid for two seasons, the one in which it was completed plus one additional.

· If 18 years or older, must complete annual SafeSport Training. * 

· The training will be valid for 365 days from date of completion and there is no cost for the training/certification. 

· Learn to Skate USA Instructor Certification completed OR U.S. Figure Skating compliance coach (details above)
